First-Time Entry Students / Enrollment:

F), Reading Only (Col. H), Math and Writing (Col. J), or Reading and Writing (Col. L). Cols. J and L may be duplicated. 

Enrolled in a Short-Term Defined-Length Remedial Course:
A short-term defined-length remedial course does not carry general education or degree-credit, but serves as a pre-requisite for a required college-level course. Short-term defined-length courses are less than one-semester in duration (e.g. 8 weeks), but all students are enrolled for the length of the course. Please count students as enrolled in only one course per content area per semester (count a student only once in the Math column for instance, even if taking two courses during the semester).

Report the total number enrolled in any short-term defined-length remedial course in cell C13 (full-time) and C14 (part-time). Report the number of enrolled in Math Only (Col. D), Writing Only (Col. Enrolled in a Boot Camp / Workshop:
A boot camp or workshop provides short-term instruction (often two weeks or less) designed to provide targeted instruction to students to prepare them to place into college-level coursework in the fall. A boot camp does not carry general education or degree-credit (and may not be transcripted at all), but prepares a student to enter college-level coursework in a related content area. The student may have participated in the boot camp or workshop in summer 2013 and still be counted here.

Report the total number enrolled in any boot camp or workshop in cell C21 (full-time) and C22 (part-time). Report the number of enrolled in Math Only (Col. D), Writing Only (Col. F), Reading Only (Col. H), Math and Writing (Col. J), or Reading and Writing (Col. L). Cols. J and L may be duplicated.

“Credits Saved” (OPTIONAL):
