Program Name: Enter the name of each program offered by the school from which students graduated during the reporting period.

CIP: Enter Classification of Instructional Programs (CIP) code number from the booklet enclosed with the application forms.

Award: Enter the award conferred for successful completion of the program. If degree, enter the degree designation (AAS, BS, etc.). If nondegree enter CERT.

Program Completors: Enter the number of students who graduated from each program during the 12 month period ending on December 31, 2004.

Training Related Jobs: Enter the number of graduates employed in the occupation or job category for which training was offered. 

Non-training Related Jobs: Enter the number of graduates employed in jobs not requiring the program training.  
Further Education: Enter the number of graduates that did not enter employment but enrolled in any school for further education.

Joined Military: Enter the number of graduates that entered military service rather than employment.

Unavailable for Employment: Enter the number of graduates that, for reason of death, illness, or other legitimate causes, have been unavailable for employment.

Available but Unemployed: Enter the number of graduates not included in other categories that were available for employment but were not employed.

Unknown: Enter the number of graduates for which the school simply has no information.

Total: Calculated field. Sum of Section IV for this program. This number should match the number of completors as reported in Column 4.
