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States' Commitment to College Completion 
1. Set Completion Goals
To join the Complete College America Alliance of States, a state—in partnership with its colleges and universities—pledges to make college completion a top priority and commits to the following three actions:
· Establish annual state and campus-specific degree and credential completion goals through 2020
2. Develop Action Plans and Move Key Policy Levers

Develop and implement aggressive state and campus-level action plans for meeting the state's college completion goals, including strategies to:
· Ensure all students are ready to start and succeed in freshman credit courses.
· Redesign remediation efforts to substantially improve success.
· Increase the number of students completing on-time.
· Develop new, shorter and faster pathways to degrees and credentials of value in the labor market.
· Utilize available financial resources to provide incentives to students and colleges for progress and completion.
3. Collect and Report Common Measures of Progress
Use consistent data and progression measures to create a culture that values completion.  This includes:
· Using common metrics for measuring and reporting progress.
· Publicly reporting year one benchmark data and annual progress on college completion, progression, transfer, job placement and earnings, and cost and affordability measures.
· Disaggregating data by level and type of degree/credential, age, race, and income.

Future Submission of CCA Data
In addition to preparing data for this collection period institutions should assume, unless otherwise noted, that CCA data submission will become part of the future annual Class A letter’s from the Commissioner of Higher Education.   


CCA DHE Notes for Missouri Public Institutions
· Institutions should adhere to the guidelines listed in the CCA technical manual as strictly as possible. Please note any assumptions or caveats in your data to DHE.
· Note the campus templates have three tabs, complete all cells.
· All institutions must submit data to DHE. Institutions should not submit their data directly (see below)
· States and institutions should not publicly report disaggregated data that pertain to a sample size (N) of 10 or fewer students. Please provide the unsuppressed data to DHE as to allow proper aggregation at the state level. DHE will suppress your campus data after creating a state-wide aggregate 
· All data is at the undergraduate level only
· Degree production includes certificates of one year or greater.
· Student data should be from each Metric’s specified cohort(s). As a reminder summer should be used as the leading term of the academic year.
· First-time students need not be “freshmen” 
· Students should be degree/certificate-seeking only. No students should be included with pursuing “unknown degree”
· Only two-year institutions should complete Metric 3: Transfer Out
· For the state’s purposes both remedial English and Reading courses should be counted in remedial English/reading
· Remedial hours should be included in 12/24 credit hour accumulation
· Remedial courses are defined by CCA as- Instructional courses (also called developmental education) designed for students deficient in the general competencies necessary for a regular postsecondary curriculum and educational setting.
· It is up to the institution to determine what their initial college-level course for each subject. Usually these courses are the minimum basic skills courses required for degree receipt. DHE recommends that for English/reading the first course be an introduction to writing/composition or literature – University of Missouri Columbia’s English 1000 Exposition & Argumentation  or introductory literature course – University of Missouri’s English 1100 Reading Literature. For Math the first course should be at least Math 1110 College Algebra at the University of Missouri-Columbia. Institutions wishing to see the University of Missouri’s course equivalency should visit: https://musis1.missouri.edu/course_equiv/intro.cfm  
· Attempted credit hours include those hours which students have enrolled after institutions’ add/drop date and need not be at census.
· Institutions should use credit hours awarded towards a degree for course completion. No credit hours = no course completion. Unless credit towards a degree is awarded, students who complete a course with a failing grade have not successfully completed a course.
· Institutions should be aware that transfers students are reported separately from native-to-the-institution students on several measures
· If your institution has non-high school students who are less than 17 years of age please report them in the 17-19 year old range. If possible please note the number of these students to DHE.
· For students with unknown ages please include in the 25 and over category. If possible please note the number of these students to DHE.
· STEM field are defined in the technical manual 
· For the Graduation Rates and retention rate reporting, students should be removed from a cohort if they left the institution for one of the following reasons: death or total and permanent disability; service in the armed forces (including those called to active duty); service with a foreign aid service of the federal government, such as the Peace Corps; or service on official church missions. If possible please note the number of these students to DHE.
· If a student elects to pursue a higher degree than they originally intended please use their highest undergraduate degree for the FTE/completion ratio and the credits towards completion. For example if a student originally was  pursuing a certificate and then elects to pursue an associates, institutions should assume initially they were associate degree seeking.
