General Business 


1. Mr. Nodler moved to approve the agenda in its entirety. Mr. Brooks seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 


2. Mr. Hoffman moved to approve the consent agenda. Mr. Nodler seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 


3. Ms. Grant provided an update on the December Board meeting.

Academic Affairs & Workforce Needs Committee 


1. Ms. Stokely reported on the review and approval of the St. Louis Community College Redistricting Plan. 
Staff recommended the Board vote to approve the St. Louis Community College redistricting plan. Ms. 
Clarke moved to approve the recommendation from staff. Mr. Nodler seconded. Motion carried 
unanimously. 


2. Ms. Stokely reported on the review and approval of the Crowder College Redistricting Plan. Staff 
recommended the Board vote to approve the Crowder College redistricting plan. Mr. Nodler moved to 
approve the recommendation from staff. Ms. Clarke seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 


3. Samantha Dickey, Interim Assistant Commissioner for Postsecondary Policy, presented information on 
Academic Program Actions on Provisionally Approved Programs. Staff made a recommendation regarding 
the Academic Program Actions on Provisionally Approved Programs. Staff recommended the Coordinating 
Board approve the recommended actions listed in Table 1. Ms. Clarke moved to approve the 
recommendation from staff. Mr. Hoffman seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
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Staff further recommended the Coordinating Board extend provisional approval for an additional two years 
to the programs listed in Table 2.  


Staff recommended the Coordinating Board direct 
department staff to take the proposed action listed in the attached spreadsheet to each policy. Ms. Clarke 
moved to approve the recommendation from staff. Mr. Nodler seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
 


5. Ms. Dickey provided information the on Dual Credit Administrative Rule and Delegation of Authority. Staff 
recommended the Coordinating Board approve the Approved Dual Credit Provider List for publication on 
the department’s website, approve the draft administrative rule, and direct the Commissioner to take all 
steps necessary to promulgate the administrative rule. Ms. Clarke moved to approve the recommendation 
from staff. Mr. Hoffman seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
 
Staff further recommended the Coordinating Board designate the Commissioner for Higher Education the 
authority to approve new institutions for inclusion on the Approved Dual Credit Provider List and to approve 
updates to schools if appropriate documents are not received in time for approval by the Coordinating Board 
at its June meeting. Mr. Brooks moved to approve the recommendation from staff. Mr. Nodler seconded. 
Motion carried unanimously. 
 


6. Ms. Dickey provided information on the Northwest Missouri State University’s Education Specialist Phase 
II Comprehensive Review Proposal. Staff recommended the Coordinating Board provisionally approve 
Northwest Missouri State University’s proposal to offer an Education Specialist, Educational Diagnostician 
degree program. Mr. Hoffman moved to approve the recommendation from staff. Mr. Cornelison seconded. 
Motion carried unanimously.
