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Inclement weather procedures

Because FAFSA Frenzy events are held January 
through March, inclement weather may force you 
to cancel or postpone your event. Missouri’s main 
inclement weather make-up date has been set for 
Sunday, March 6, 2016. This date will be advertised 
in FAFSA Frenzy promotional documents and on the 
Missouri Department of Higher Education’s website. 
If you selected an alternate inclement weather date 
when you submitted your application, you will need to 
promote that date just in case you need to postpone 
your event due to weather.

If inclement weather occurs in your area the day of 
your FAFSA Frenzy event, you will be responsible 
for notifying the Missouri Department of Higher 
Education and local media outlets of your event 
change. The Missouri Department of Higher Education 
will make every effort to update its website with your 
rescheduled event date. You also will need to contact 
your volunteers to make sure they know the event will 
take place on the predetermined inclement weather 
date. Volunteers should have provided their “day-of” 
telephone number on the FAFSA Frenzy volunteer 
application.
